His family represents the most respected gharana
(musical heritage), known as the Imdadkhani gharana, of sitar and
surbahar players in the world. Dating back over 400 years, Irshad'’s
ancestors were among the best musicians and leading sitar players of
India, and are credited for the introduction of the “gayaki-ang” vocal
style on the sitar. His family has been paramount in the evolution of
the sitar into its present form as well as in the creation of the surbahar

and complex techniques of Sitar and Surbahar (bass sitar).
